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To be fully prepared for an emergency,
you should know how to shut off natural
gas service to your home.

If an emergency occurs, and IF YOU DO
NOT SMELL OR HEAR ESCAPING
GAS, THEN YOU PROBABLY DO NOT
NEED TO SHUT OFF YOU GAS. Doing
so may deprive you of service unneces-
sarily.

However, IF YOU ARE IN DOUBT OR
IF YOU DO SMELL OR HEAR ESCAP-
ING GAS, then:

DO NOT:

|:|Turn any electrical switches on or off.

|:|Smoke, use the telephone or take any other
action that might create sparks.

DO:
|:|Leave the house.

|:|At your discretion, turn off the gas meter, fol-
lowing the instructions to the right.

[ Jonce the gas is off, LEAVE IT OFF until a
qualified service representative can check out
the system.

|:| Use a neighbor’s phone to call the gas com-
pany.

|:| Before operating your furnace after an emer-
gency, check to see that the venting system
is intact and not clogged.

HOW TO SHUT OFF A GAS METER

[ ] Locate the meter shut-off valve (usu-
ally the first fitting) on the gas supply
pipe coming out of the ground.

[ ] Use along handled wrench to turn the
valve one-quarter turn so that the le-
ver is cross-wise to the pipe (see dia-
gram above).

[ ] Once the gas is off, LEAVE IT OFF
until a qualified service representative
can check out the system.
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
